What are Lyon Bucks and where can | use them?
Lyon Bucks are on your meal card. $75 in Lyons Bucks
are automatically added to your meal card at the

beginning of the school year. They can be used at any
of your residential or retail locations on campus.

Can | use my Lyon Bucks to buy my friends a meal?
Yes. Any time at any location.

Can my friend use my meal card?

Your meal card is for your personal use only! You can
use your card to buy your friends a snack or a meal
but they may not be in possession of your Wheaton
ID/Dining Card.

What if | choose to eat vegetarian or vegan meals?
Vegetarian and vegan meals are incorporated into all
of the meal stations.

What do | do if | know | am going to miss a meal?
Contact Dining Services as soon as you can and
arrangements can be made for you to get a meal to go.

What if | have food allergies or special dietary needs?
If you have any food allergies (minor or severe) or
have special dietary requirements, you must contact
the Director of Dining Services at 508-286-8209. The
Director of Dining will meet with you to discuss the
best way to be sure your dining needs are taken care of.

What do | do if | lose my Wheaton ID/Dining Card?
